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1. Basics of market consultation 
If the Office for Communications (hereinafter "AK") intends to take measures of special 
regulation which are likely to have a significant impact on the market concerned, it shall notify 
interested parties in accordance with Art. 24 Para. 1 of the Act of 17 March 2006 on Electronic 
Communications (Communications Act; KomG), LGBl. No. 91/2006, ("KomG") and give the 
opportunity to comment within a reasonable period of time. For this purpose, the AK has 
organised a public consultation in accordance with Art. 46 KomG in conjunction with Art. 24 
para. 1 let. a of the Ordinance of 3 April 2007 on the Tasks and Powers of the Regulatory 
Authority in the Field of Electronic Communications (RKV), LGBl. 2007 No. 68, ("RKV"). 

In accordance with Art. 46 para. 2 KomG, the AK also publishes important information such as 
the lifting of special regulatory measures via public consultations. 

The consultation procedure pursuant to Art. 24 Para. 1 and Art. 46 KomG for the purpose of 
analysing the market is a non-contentious administrative procedure of its own. It serves to 
review the competitive situation and promote transparency through the early and public 
discussion of the market analysis prepared by the AK. 

As a rule, all comments are published on the AK website unless they are subject to a 
confidentiality obligation, whereby the decision as to whether a comment is published in full, 
in part or not at all lies solely with the AK. The comments received will be taken into account 
in the further processing of the market analysis insofar as they are of importance in the 
opinion of the AK. In accordance with Art. 47 Para. 1 KomG, "participation in a public 
consultation [...] does not give rise to any further legal claims". 

2. Carrying out the consultation 
Based on Art. 40 KomG, the AK published the consultation version of the market analysis 
document Marktanalyse: Aufhebung bestehender Regulierungsmassnahmen betreffend den 
für Massenprodukte auf der Vorleistungsebene an festen Standorten zentral bereitgestellter 
Zugang zu Teilnehmeranschlüssen on 26 March 2024 on the AK website under the heading 
Completed consultations1. Registered providers were also informed of the consultation by e-
mail on the same day (see Anhang 1). 

As part of the public consultation, the AK invited interested parties to submit comments on 
the content of the consultation document by the deadline of 15 April 2024. 

The AK received comments from the providers Telecom Liechtenstein AG and 
Liechtensteinische Kraftwerke.

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3. Evaluation of the comments

The comments show that the content of the market analysis can be finalised unchanged and 
thus the planned lifting of the measures imposed on Telecom Liechtenstein AG in the last 
regulatory round can be carried out. 

 

Statement by Telecom Liechtenstein AG 

The statement was received on time on 8 April 2024.

 Effective competition 

The AK states the following: 

 In its statement, Telecom Liechtenstein AG refers to the findings of the market analysis. In 
its view, the special regulation is no longer necessary, the lifting of the previous obligations 
of the special regulation is justified and no new regulatory measures are required. Telecom 
Liechtenstein AG agrees with the content and results of the market analysis and with the 
intended lifting of measures. 

 

Statement by Liechtensteinische Kraftwerke 

The statement was received on time on 2 April 2024. 

Topics: 

 Lifting of the measures without future restrictions on competitive orientation 

 Very lively, equal competition in the market for Internet broadband connections 

The AK states the following: 

 In its statement, Liechtensteinische Kraftwerke confirms the competitive state of the 
market for Internet broadband connections on the basis of regulated access to the 
network infrastructure. In the view of Liechtensteinische Kraftwerke, the planned lifting 
of the measures will not restrict the competitive orientation of the market. 
Liechtensteinische Kraftwerke agrees with the content and results of the market analysis 
and with the intended lifting of measures.

Translation 

This market analysis by the Office for Communications clearly shows that there is effective competition 
on the market for broadband access, which is independent of additional wholesale offers. This 
competition is evidenced by several market entries in recent years and a large number of providers 
throughout Liechtenstein. The development of the market shares of Telecom Liechtenstein AG (TLI) 
and its competitors as well as a clear competitive orientation with regard to broadband performance 
and prices underline this trend. The regulation of access to network infrastructure has ensured 
competition at the downstream wholesale and end customer levels, which means that special 
regulation is no longer necessary from TLI's point of view either. The lifting of the previous obligations 
of special regulation is therefore justified and no new regulatory measures are required.  
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Liechtensteinische Kraftwerke 

 

Translation 

In Liechtenstein, there is a clearly regulated vertical separation between passive network 
infrastructure and end customer services in the area of electronic communications. Due to this clearly 
regulated responsibility, Liechtensteinische Kraftwerke (LKW) is not active in the provider and end 
customer segment. The relevant consultation topic "Lifting of existing regulatory measures concerning 
centrally provided access to broadband connections at fixed locations" therefore does not directly 
affect LKW. 

LKW makes its passive network infrastructure available to providers in Liechtenstein in the area of 
electronic communications under clearly regulated conditions. The passive infrastructure, in particular 
fibre optics in the access and core network, cable ducts and co-location, is made available to all 
providers of electronic communications in Liechtenstein as required on equal, cost-oriented, regulated 
and non-discriminatory terms. 

In the course of its daily work in providing the passive network infrastructure, LKW can clearly state 
and confirm that there is very lively, equal competition in the market for Internet broadband 
connections in Liechtenstein. From LKW's perspective, no future restrictions on competition can be 
identified as a result of the lifting of the regulation in question.
